Suggested Clothing & Equipment
Clothing:
· You will be in Camp for six days and five nights. Please bring proper quantities of clothing.
· Underwear and socks for casual wear and fishing 
· Short and long-sleeve T-shirts (with appropriate messages and graphics)

· Sweater, sweatshirt, or fleece
· Sleep wear
· Sneakers or casual shoes

· Rain Gear

We encourage that clothing and equipment brought to camp be marked with the owner’s name.

Bedding & Towels:
· Sheets (twin XL)

· Pillow

· Towels and washcloth

Many campers prefer to bring a sleeping bag.

Fishing Equipment:
· The camp can supply fly-fishing equipment on an as-needed basis, but not waders. If you are new to fly fishing, don’t buy an expensive (or cheap) rod and reel for camp. Use the camp equipment and you will be able to make a more informed decision when it is time to buy. 
· Campers will receive a hat, t-shirt, and box of flies to keep.  
· Loaner fly fishing vests are available for use at camp.
· Fly rod, reel, line, leaders, and tippet (4 - 5 line weights are good, as are 4X – 6X tippet)
· Non-lead weight (#1, #4, & #6 split shot or putty)
· Flies in fly boxes if you have them (they must be de-barbed!)
· Polarized sunglasses (these are a must for safety as well as helping to see fish!)

· We supply tools and materials for tying instruction. You may bring your own if you prefer.
· Waders (hip boots are not recommended due to water depth), “wet wading” is permissible, but we require wading boots to be worn during the in-stream habitat project)
· A Fishing License and Trout/Salmon Stamp are required for those ages 16 or older.  See www.fish.state.pa.us for more details on Pennsylvania licenses.
Miscellaneous:
· Camera (disposable or water resistant is recommended)

· Refillable water bottle.
· Flashlight (important when returning from the stream each evening)
